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Miklós Beer: It is time to devote married men to Pope, I write to the Pope
The Vác bishop declared among the first as chief priest what many have raised in the Church. We asked why you think so.
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- In the line of Catholic bishops, you are the first in our country to be in the public view of the need to dedicate suitable married men to the priest. You got time to say that?
- I think it's time. Now I've come across a specific situation so that I can not send a priest to 8-10 wards. It is no longer possible to continue this shifting, slandering, whether we are waiting for priests from abroad, Poland or India. We have to find the people who can be entrusted with the leadership of a ward. One who has a credible, beautiful family life who can trust the church's key, the community. It is still necessary to work out what kind of training could help these people in their service. Consecration to the priest would be a long way.

- Does this mean that the optional celibacy would be the path of the Church? 
- I think so. But I also think that permanent diaconate can not be the transition to the priesthood. That's another mission. Do not mix with the priesthood the deaconess! That is why it is important to think in a bigger perspective, and the main consideration should be the spiritual leadership of the communities. Do not look for half-solutions, for example, not using permanent diaconas as a substitute.

"Do you see any suitable married men around you who, when they receive the right training, serve as a priest for their family, who they would be devoted to?" 
- Yeah. I see people who are in the background with their modesty. I find it important to say that I would not consider the priests to be married, to approach the whole thing altogether. Appropriate married men should also be called to invite. Forget the fact that we can become a priest and we will get it! Whoever thinks is superior, we call him and give him the right job.

- Do you plan to inform your predecessors about this ambition? 
- I did.

- Are you going to write specifically to Pope Francis? 
- Yeah.

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A very important question was asked by Bishop Miklós Beer when he talked about marrying men as a priest. Since the question of celibacy since the church has been thinking about changes? And what about women's dedication to the priest? Does Pope Francis expect such creative ideas from his bishops? If the Church becomes more flexible, would it perhaps become more attractive? Why can not the priests continue to marry? Ever since the practice of celibacy exists? Is there any other practice in Christian tradition: Eastern and Western debate in this area? Why do not we think about marrying women too? German ideas. Biblical examples: female community and spiritual leaders in the Pál community. The role of world leaders: greater involvement in decision-making processes.
In the interview, I speak of a German memorandum, a signature-gathering action that was launched in February this year by priests, deacons, secularists, to allow viri probati (tried married men) to be ordained as a priest. I remembered that they were thinking of women in this topic, but I was wrong here. Another German action was in March, when the German Catholic Bishops' Conference gave a proposal that the papacy should be resolved by the appropriate men (and women) with theologically trained spiritual practice, so that they could do so full-fledged leaders of particular communities. So here are two topics. there are two solution attempts, this is not entirely clear from the word. That is why I am here to clarify.

Bishop of the Hungarian town of Vaca Miklos Beer said that the time has come to abolish mandatory celibacy for priests in the Catholic Church and how he will explain his idea to the priest Franjo.

As the Polish Catholic Information Agency writes, Beer shared a talk with a local internet portal and said that there was time for dating and married men - "tried husbands" (viri probati) - who after completing the theological education could fill the emptiness of the ever-smaller number of priestly calling .

"I think it's time for that and I will propose that idea to Pope Francis," Beer said.

He added that in his diocese there are problems with a small number of priests and his 10 parishes are therefore not active.

"So we can not, we can not wait for the help of priests from abroad, Poles or Indians all the time. We need to find people to entrust the management of parishes, and it is possible to find them among men who live a wonderful family life in deep faith, "said the bishop, adding that he knew a lot of married men who could take charge of parish management after proper preparation.

Beer's statements caused a lot of attention in Hungary and other countries, and the Polish agency described them as controversial. Otherwise, a similar proposal could be heard from Brazil at a time .

The proposal certainly provokes a debate that has already been largely completed, at least as far as the Vatican is concerned.

Papin Secretary of State Pietro Parolin spoke about his spiritual importance to the priests at the Vatican's consecrated celibacy conference last year.

Also, Cardinal Walter Brandmüller once wrote an open letter in the defense of celibacy after La Repubblica announced a conversation with the Pope and falsely conveyed that he was thinking of abolishing mandatory celibacy.
